Looking for a convenient way to make a difference? Consider volunteering for YES Reading, a program
that pairs tutors one-on-one with “at risk” children grades 1-6 who are deficient in reading skills. No
teaching experience is necessary, tutor training and lesson plans are provided. Volunteers select one or
more 50 minute time slots that suit their schedules and work with the same students over the course of
the school year, a process that makes for a rewarding experience as student progress can be observed.
When a tutor must be absent from his/her selected time slot, the site director arranges for a substitute
tutor.
